t's been well beyond a generation since
Jeff Cooper fielded the gun now con-
sidered the forerunner of today's Steyr

Steyr, the Austrian arms manufacturer,
took up the gaunthet and, working closely
with Cooper, developed the Steyr Scout. It
took seven years; the time was well spent.
